Rules

1.1 The series will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing for
2021-2024.

1.2 Racing rules may be changed by the Sailing Instructions.

Eligibility

2.1 The series is open to all boats who have submitted a valid PHREF certificate or are sailing
in a one-design class.

2.3 Any boat that does not have a current PHRF certificate will be assigned the base rating

for their class.

Classes

3.1 There will be one PHRF racing division.

3.2 There will be a Spinnaker and Non-spinnaker class.

3.3 There may be additional divisions if the RC determines that there are sufficient numbers
of boats (3 or more).

3.4 There must be a minimum of three boats to constitute a race.

Registration

4.1 Participants are required to fill out and return the RYC racing registration form.

4.2 Participants shall pay a $130 racing fee. Discounts are available for early registration as
well as for RYC members.

Venue and Courses

7.1 The starting line will generally be located just outside and to the Southeast of the
Rockland Ferry channel.

7.2 Courses will be described by the Race Committee over VHF Channel 68 on the day of
the race.

Radio Communication
8.1 All vessels shall carry a working VHF radio.
8.2 Race Committee will monitor and communicate with competitors on VHF Channel 68.
